Despite the significant progress achieved in Lebanon with regard to women empowerment
and specifically women and girls’ access to education and participation in social, economic
and cultural fields, and despite the endorsement of Lebanon of most human rights
instruments, and despite the fact that violence against women has become a phenomenon
in the spotlight and is referred to as a form of discrimination and a violation of human rights
of women, Violence against women is still part our daily lives and within its different forms.
In addition, available data on violence against women remains scarce and scattered and
efforts for addressing and ending this violence remain modestly coordinated.

Over the years, UNFPA has worked closely with government institutions, civil society
organizations, academic institutions, media, etc... for the advancement of women through
promoting legal measures, raising awareness and supporting research and training.
Since 2008, UNFPA has been collaborating with gender-based violence (GBV) actors in
Lebanon, through the support of the Italian Ministry of Foreign Affairs/Italian Cooperation
to mainstream and institutionalize GBV prevention and response in national planning and
development.

In accordance with the key priorities for 2010 which were identified jointly as a result of a
close coordination and consultation with concerned stakeholders, four national studies on
GBV in Lebanon and one GBV lexicon were completed:

Situation Analysis of Gender-Based Violence

Assessment of Media Coverage of Gender-Based Violence

Review of Gender-Based Violence Research

Review of Gender-Based Violence Resource and Training Materials
Gender-Based Violence Lexicon

The lexicon presents a wide range of terms used, referred to or present in reports,
studies, manuals, tools and references related to GBV, developed and adapted to suit the
L ebanese context.

[t includes also terms used improperly, and provides recommendations for the appropriate
use of such terms.

The Lexicon objectives are:
Offering the reader/user (i.e. government institutions, non-government organizations,
academic institutions, planners, researchers, media personnel, etc...) a reference
including the different terms associated with GBV
Contributing to standardizing and unifying terms and concepts

The development of these studies is not an end in itself and we hope that they will
provide evidence and recommendations that will assist national and international actors in
addressing GBV at multiple levels and in putting an end to end this human rights violation
and obstacle to development.

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Gender-based Violence (GBV) is a widespread problem, present in all societies
and is transmitted across generations through socialization, with serious negative
consequences on the psychological and physical well being of individuals, on family
relationships, and on the economic, social and political fabric of societies as a whole.
Furthermore, GBV perpetuates and reinforces gender inequality and discrimination,
thus ensuring their continuity and persistence across time.

GBV is rooted in different levels of our social environment, and affects both men
and women, although to varying degrees, in all stages of their lives from infancy to
adulthood. The presentation and manifestations of Gender-based Violence differ
across the individual’s life cycle as shown in the table below:

- Manifestations of gender-based violence

- Selective abortion according to the sex of the fetus (usually female feticide)
- Carrying the family name and responsibilities (males)

- Disparity in feeding, medical care, and education; incest; sexual harassment; commercial
sexual exploitation of children; violence and abuse in school and in the region (females)

- Deprivation from crying and expressing fear and pain or showing emotions, sexual
exploitation, abuse and physical violence, holding responsibility for financial support, violence
and abuse in school and in the region (males)

- Sexual exploitation for commercial purposes; violence and abuse in school, region and in the
workplace; sexual coercion for economic purposes; dating violence; rape as a weapon of
war; crimes of honor (females)

- Deprivation from crying and expressing fear and pain or showing emotions, sexual

exploitation, abuse and physical violence, the responsibility to protect and defend the sister
and the family honor (males)

- Abuse of women by their intimate partner; dowry related violence; homicide; psychological
abuse; sexual abuse in the workplace; sexual harassment; rape; crimes of honor; abuse of
women with disabilities; abuse of widows; elder abuse ; battering during pregnancy; forced
unprotected intercourse, forced pregnancy, forced abortion, prohibition from the right to vote
or drive a car (females)

- Being forbidden to show feelings or having to be tough, refusing acknowledgement of
weakness, honor killing, engaging in imposed fights and conflicts, army drafting (males)
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GBV can also impact people in all the spheres of life, using various types (psychological/
physical /sexual /economic) at the various circles of social communication. For
example, Gender-based Violence occurs:

- Within the family: including domestic/family violence/ violence against women /
violence against children / spousal violence / partners’ violence /violence in dating
relationships

- Within the community: such as violence in the workplace / the concept of family
honor associated with the disposal of women /some concepts of masculinity and
femininity...

Within the state, as for example:

Political violence such as interstate wars and conflicts, or the discriminatory election
laws in some countries ; wars and conflicts

Legal violence such as considering family violence law as part of the personal status
law....

With respect to predisposing factors associated with GBV, studies have shown that
behaviors reflective of Gender-based Violence result from the several overlapping
factors operating at different levels: The predisposition of an individual (eg, poor self-
control, exposure to violence in childhood), who is present in a tense family environment
(where violence is used as a way to resolve conflict and to support sex discrimination),
within a society that condones violence based on gender differences (as reflected in
many of the popular proverbs) and disregards attempts to eradicate violence. The
ecological model (figure 1-1) presents a clear view of the interrelationship of these
factors.

For various reasons, women are more vulnerable to GBV, and thus the early attempts
to combat gender-based violence originated from movements addressing violence
against women; this may explain the confusion that exists between “gender- based
violence” and “violence against women” among people working in the field, or in
scholarly research; these terms are often used interchangeably. However, the adoption
of the term “gender-based violence” was intended to reflect the fact that violence
against women stems from differential power relations among both gender, and that
it can be committed against boys and men as well. Despite the fact that women are
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often victims of violence, and that the males are often the
perpetrators, the term “gender-based violence” implies
that it is possible for males to be victims of violence,
and also recognizes that males and females both play a
potential active role in the elimination of violence.

However, the confusion of concepts extends beyond the
two terms mentioned above. A review of the literature
related to gender-based violence, reveals that there are
several expressions, often interrelated, that are being
used in their unintended meaning. For example the words
gender and sex are sometimes used interchangeably;
similarly, domestic violence, family violence and spousal
violence are conceptually different but are sometime
used to refer to the same phenomenon. The same can
be said of: power and violence; traditional practices and
gender roles; gender equity and equality, thus creating
unnecessary confusion and ambiguity, making it difficult
to identify and understand a given problem and taking
appropriate actions to eliminate it. It is, therefore,
important to use proper definitions of such terms and
concepts if we are to reach a common understanding
of, and arrive at appropriate solutions to, the problems
at hand.

“In the beginning, there was the word”; meaning that
reaching a consensus or agreeing on the terms, phrases
and concepts used in the field of gender-based violence
may have implications for action. Finding a common
ground and using the same terminology or language
helps us in working to eliminate gender-based violence
by:

Improving communication between workers in the
field of gender-based violence regardless of the job
or tasks at hand, thus reducing the likelihood of
misunderstanding or confusion

Unifying efforts and developing action plans within a
clear framework

Monitoring and following-up cases and identifying the
risk factors for GBV

Monitoring and following up on issue related to GBY,
and observing their trajectories over time

Facilitating comparative studies across different social
classes, regions and counties

Harmonizing concepts in research studies, for
identifying the causes and the facilitating factors for
violent behavior and its impact on the individual, the
family and the society

Enhancing our ability to follow-up and evaluate
interventions and to assess their effectiveness.

Undertaking proper planning and programming efforts
in national plans

Terms and Vocabulary
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Since November 2008, UNFPA has been supporting the
implementation of the project — which aims at improving
institutional/sectoral and legal frameworks as well as
systems that guarantee the prevention of, protection
from and response to Gender-based Violence (GBV) at
the national level.

This project was launched through a series of consultative
and technical meetings with various relevant stakeholders
in 2009, and resulted in developing a GBV plan of action
including key priorities to be supported by UNFPA and
implemented by various pertinent entities.

The project interventions consist of supporting the
development of normative tools, standards, systems
and mechanisms, and monitoring and evaluation
framework, strengthening of coordination, generation
of evidence and knowledge, undertaking of advocacy
and awareness raising as well as capacity development.
The development of a GBV lexicon is one of several
interventions commissioned in 2010 within this project.

The lexicon presents a wide range of terms used, referred
to or present in reports, studies, manuals, tools and
references related to GBV, developed and adapted to
suit the Lebanese context. Since it includes terms used
improperly, recommendations for the appropriate use of
such terms are provided. We hope that this lexicon will
provide users with a unified framework of the vocabulary
of research and action and to serve as a reference for
different users (for example, partners from government
institutions, NGOs, academic institutions, researchers,
etc...) working on addressing issues related to GBV.

Following a quick review of books, brochures,
published and unpublished studies, and reports issued
by governmental and non-governmental organizations,
as well as those issued by the United Nations agencies
in Lebanon, written in Arabic, English and French, a list
of the most commonly used terms pertaining to GBV
was developed. Other terms were added to the list from
international references, including studies, manuals,
handbooks and dictionaries. Later on, a search for the
various definitions and uses of each term was conducted
through surfing relevant internet web- pages, including
those of the United Nations organizations, international
associations working in this field, in addition to pages of
scientific and academic societies.
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To ensure the participation of the associations and individuals working in the field, a
preliminary draft of the Lexicon, in Arabic language, was made available for potential
local participants in several focus groups (lawyers and jurists, care providers, decision
makers, media professionals, recipients of care, and youth) which were conducted in
July 2011. Furthermore, drafts were sent out to a number of scholars asking them to
select the most appropriate definition of a given term (among several ones provided)
and to provide their opinion, comments, and suggestions for improving the manual.
Participants were also asked to give suggestions for additional terms not included in
the first draft, and to suggest ways to display the terms in the lexicon.

After taking into consideration the different views, a revised version of this lexicon
was circulated again to a group of researchers, and individuals active in the field to
give their opinions and suggestions. Based on their review a second version was
prepared and discussed in a group meeting that included scholars, representatives of
organizations and of some UN agencies working on GBV. Finally, this the final version
of the GBV Lexicon was issued.
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General Terms
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- A group of questions used in epidemiological studies and social surveys (Gordon, Marshall, 1998), where
information collected indicates the presence of or determines the degree of violence or abuse. It includes:

e Caregiver Abuse Screen

e Outil de Dépistage d'abus de Fournisseurs de Soins
It is designed specifically for community use to screen for current physical, psychosocial or financial abuse, and
neglect of seniors by their primary caregivers (Reis and Nahmiash, 1995).

¢ International Child Abuse Screening

¢ Outil International Visant le Dépistage de I’Abus des Enfants
A set of three model questionnaires developed by ISPCAN, with the assistance of UNICEF and the Oak
Foundation, and designed to collect data on the extent and depth of child abuse from parents, independent
young adults, and children over eleven years of age (ISPCAN, 2008-2009).

e Conflict Tactics Scale

e Echelle des Tactiques de Conflit
The most widely used instrument for identifying domestic violence. It consists of a list of behaviors directed
toward a partner or a child. It deliberately excludes attitudes, emotions, and cognitive appraisal of the behaviors
(Straus, Murray A., 2007).

¢ Indicators of Abuse Screen

e Dépistage des Indicateurs de I'abus
Produced by practitioners and trainers in health and social service agencies, it is used to screen for abuse and
neglect at home (Reis. & Nahmiash, 1998).

e Partner Violence Screen

e Dépistage de la Violence d'un Partenaire
A brief screening instrument for use in emergency departments or other urgent care settings
(Feldhaus., et al., 1997).
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- Learned behaviors in a given society/community, or other special group, that condition which activities, tasks
and responsibilities are perceived as male and female. Gender roles are affected by age, class, race, ethnicity,
religion and by the geographical, economic and political environment. Changes in gender roles often occur in
response to changing economic, natural or political circumstances, including development efforts (UNDP and
UNIFEM, 2001).
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- Mistreatment, whether physical, sexual, emotional, economic or in combination, that is reasonably likely to
cause death or that causes or is reasonably likely to cause serious physical or psychological harm to a person,
or significant loss to the person's property (The Protection for Persons in Care Act, 2009). As for violence, the
definition used by the World Health Organization associates intentionality with the committing of the act itself,
irrespective of the outcome it produces. Excluded from the definition are unintentional incidents — such as most
road traffic injuries and burns. (WHO, 2002-a)

- The terms “Abuse” and “Violence” are often used synonymously, yet it was agreed in the discussion sessions to use
the word abuse to refer to the broader concept of maltreatment (including violence, neglect, exploitation, assault...).
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- Unfair, if not illegal, treatment or use of somebody or something usually for personal gain (Estes and Weiner, 2001).
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- Sexual exploitation includes sexual coercion and manipulation by a person in a position of power who uses that
power to engage in sexual acts with a person who does not have power.

Examples include:

¢ A humanitarian worker requiring sex in exchange for material assistance, favors, or privileges;

¢ A teacher requiring sex in exchange for passing grade or admission to class;

¢ A refugee leader requiring sex in exchange for favors or privileges; or

e A soldier or security worker requiring sex in exchange for safe passage (Reproductive Health Consortium
Response in Crises, 2003).
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- A family is a group of two or more individuals related by birth or marriage and residing together (US Census
Bureau, 2010). People who are not relatives are not considered within the family even if they lived in the same
household. Household residents or members include servants, or domestic workers, while family members are
those people, who are interlinked by blood or marriage; the scope of the family can go beyond the scope of the
house.
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- Households where either no adult males are present, owing to divorce, migration, non-marriage, or widowhood;
or where the men, although present, do not contribute to the household income (ILO, 1989).
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- The Declaration on the Elimination of Violence Against Women (UN, 1993) listed some forms of violence as
follows:

e Physical, sexual and psychological violence occurring within the family, including harmful battering, sexual
abuse of female, non-spousal violence and violence related to exploitation and other traditional practices which
are harmful to women.

e Physical, sexual and psychological violence occurring within the community, including rape, sexual abuse, and
sexual harassment in the workplace, educational institutions or elsewhere, trafficking in women by forcing
them into prostitution.

e Physical, sexual and psychological violence perpetrated or condoned by the state, wherever it occurs.

- The two terms "forms" and "types" of gender-based violence (or abuse) are often used interchangeably, even
in the international literature. However, it has been approved in the discussion sessions on the use of the word
"form" referring to the framework in which violence occurs and the word "type" to refer to the means used to
impose authority. For example, if we say Ms X was beaten by her husband, physical violence would be the type
of violence and domestic or marital violence would be the form.

- For further explanation see Appendix 1.
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- A crime- related term meaning: to attack a person using force.

Sexual Assault oindlelaicyl
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- Sexual act directed against a person forcibly and/or against that person’s will, or not forcibly when the victim is

incapable of giving consent because of his/her temporary or permanent mental or physical incapability (Snyder,
2000).

- In the case of sexual abuse the aggressor wants the relationship while the victim is entirely rejecting it.
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- The imposition of sexual acts, or acts with sexual overtones, by one or more persons on a child (Save the
Children, 2003). It includes:

e Child Pornography; Pornographie des Enfants:
The visual depiction of a child engaged in explicit sexual conduct, real or simulated, or the lewd exhibition of
the genitals intended for the sexual gratification of the user, and involves the production, distribution and/or use
of such material (WHO, 1996).

e Child/Juvenile Prostitution; Prostitution des Enfants:
The act of engaging or offering the services of a child to perform sexual acts for money or other consideration
with that person or any other person (Ennew, 1986).

e Commercial Sexual Exploitation of Children; Exploitation Sexuelle Commerciale des Enfants:
Sexual abuse by adults with remuneration in cash or kind to the child or a third person or persons. The child is
treated as a sexual object and as a commercial object (Clift and Simon, 2000).

* Molestation; Harcélement Sexuel des Enfants:
lllegal sexual behaviors toward minors such as fondling; may include behaviors such as showing pornography
to minors or making lewd proposals to minors (American Psychiatric Association, DSM IV, 2000).

¢ Hands-Off Offense; Offense Sexuelle Sans Toucher:
Sexual offenses such as indecent exposure, making obscene phone calls, and “peeping” that do not involve
physical contact with the victim, distinguished from hands-on offenses such as rape or molestation. (National
Center on Sexual Behavior of Youth, 2003).
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- A form of sexual assault, involving illegal sexual intercourse with a person against that person’s will/consent.
Typically involves sexual penetration without consent including sexual penetration obtained by force, threat or
incapacitation, or sexual penetration of someone who is unable to give consent, such as a younger child or
incompetent person (National Center on Sexual Behavior of Youth, 2003). However, the most commonly used
definition of rape is the imposition of sexual assault on someone against his will, through the use of violence,
force, threat to harm or other forms of coercion, or in the case of the victim's incapacity to refuse if under the
influence of alcohol or drugs. When an effort is placed to rape someone without penetration, this is called an
attempted rape. Rape is a judicial definition that differs according to the laws in different countries.
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- Fairness and justice in the distribution of benefits and responsibilities between women and men. The concept
recognizes that women and men have different needs and power and that these differences should be identified
and addressed to rectify the imbalance between the sexes (WHO, 2002). The term "sex equity" is also used to
denote the same meaning.

- Confusion often occurs between the terms "equity" and "equality." Equality means the absence of discrimination
and thus is a state where all people, regardless of their gender, have the opportunities to enjoy full human rights
and the ability to contribute to the national, political, social, cultural, and economic development and to benefit
from their results.
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- Violence varies by types according to sexual, psychological, physical and economic violence occurring in the
family, within the general community, perpetrated or condoned by the state (UNICEF, 2000). The type of
violence indicates the means used to impose discipline, or to impose the concept of who is in control.

- The terms "forms" and "types" of gender-based violence (or abuse) are often used as synonyms, even in the
international literature. However, it has been approved in the discussion sessions on the use of the word "form"
referring to the framework in which violence occurs and the word "type" to refer to the means used to impose
authority. For example, if we say Ms X was beaten by her husbad, physical violence will be the type of violence
and domestic or marital violence would be the form.

- For further explanation see Appendix 1.
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- Those behaviors, languages and practices, existing in specific cultural and organizational locations, which are
commonly associated with females and thus culturally defined as not masculine (Whitehead & Barrett, 2001). It
indicates the qualities and characteristics that a female should have to be a "woman".

- Such generalizations are based on beliefs rather than observations or proofs. “Feminine” qualities and
characteristics change from one place to another and also by time, and differ according to age . Thus there are
many definitions of femininity (or what a woman is) globally. The psychological and behavioral traits given to
femininity in our Lebanese society, as in other societies, are characterized by the tendency towards being
"relational", "caring" and "withdrawn" (Beydoun, 2008).
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- The refusal or failure to fulfill a caregiving obligation. This may be through intentional attempt to inflict physical
or emotional distress on the other person (WHO, 2002-a).
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- Masculinities are those behaviors, languages and practices, existing in specific cultural and organizational
locations, which are commonly associated with males and thus culturally defined as not feminine (Whitehead &
Barrett, 2001). It indicates qualities and characteristics that a male should have to be a "man".

- Such generalizations are based on beliefs rather than observations or proofs. Masculine qualities and
characteristics change from a place to another and by time, according to the age of the male, and thus there
are many definitions of what a man is globally. The psychological and behavioral traits given to masculinity in
our Lebanese society, as in other societies, are characterized by tendency towards "offensiveness"”,
"instrumentality" and "individualism" (Beydoun, 2008).
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- Unwanted, unwelcomed and uninvited behavior that demeans, threatens or offends the victim and results in a
hostile environment for the victim (Office of Civil Rights, 1997).
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- Unwanted abusive, intrusive, offensive, or coercive sexual propositions, language or innuendo towards another
person. It may involve a single severe event or a pattern of less severe events that continue despite an indication
that they are unwanted and/or offensive (National Center on Sexual Behavior of Youth, 2003). These behaviors
may be physical, verbal or hints or indications of sexual nature. This harassment can happen in public places,
work or family where the perpetrator considers himself/ herself in a position of power.

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- Verbal or physical act with a sexual nature, performed in recruitment or in the workplace by a boss, manager,
employee, client or customer of a working unit, that is unwelcomed by the person receiving it and has caused
the person to feel violated, insulted, and being in an unbearable hostile environment (ILO, 2010).

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- Fanatic bias in the adoption of negative presuppositions towards women as a group, and about the social roles
and personality traits that they are supposed to have. Manifestations in Arab societies include, for example,
disparaging the capacity of women mental and moral abilities, which we find in common proverbs. These
features of sexism tend to justify women's disadvantaged status and socio-economic position in the social
ladder, and in other aspects. They justify, in particular, discriminatory laws regulating family and public life
(Beydoun, 2008).

- Giving differential treatment to individuals on the grounds of their gender. In a patriarchal society this involves
systematic and structural discrimination against women in the distribution of income, access to resources, and
participation in decision-making (UNDP, UNIFEM, 2001). The expressions: gender discrimination and sex
discrimination are synonyms in this context.

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- Distinction, exclusion or restriction made on the basis of sex which has the effect or purpose of impairing the
recognition, enjoyment or exercise by women, irrespective of their marital status, on a basis of equality of men
and women, of human rights and fundamental freedoms in the political, economic, social, cultural, civil or any
other field (UN-CEDAW, 2009).

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Gender Socialization
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- Refers to the way children, boys and girls, are being taught how to become women and men. It is based on
assumptions of what it means to be a man or a woman, For example, the standards of masculinity define men
as strong, influential, heterosexuals, and successful.

Son Preference Ul A Qi
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- A range of values and attitudes that accord a male child status over a female child. Thus, the female child is
disadvantaged in the quality and quantity of parental care and investment in her development. It may lead to
acute discrimination, especially in situations where resources are limited. While neglect is the rule, in some
cases son preference may lead to selective abortion or female infanticide (UNECA, 2008).

Household Glylaw
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- A small group of persons who share the same living accommodation, who pool some, or all, of their income
and wealth and who consume certain types of goods and services collectively, mainly housing and food
(Eurostat, 1985).
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This word has two connotations:

1- The sexual activity

2- The biological characteristics of males and females identified by the chromosomes and sex cells, which are
limited to the natural differences such as reproductive functions.

- "Gender" is often used as an alternative to "sex." However, gender indicates the social characteristics that are
given to the sex of the individual. People are born females or males (sex) and then learn how to be girls and
boys, and become later women and men (gender).

- Giving birth to children is a function performed by women because of their sex while raising children is a function
given to women on the basis of gender. (For further clarification see the definition of gender).

Sexuality dyjlrinll
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- We use the term "sexuality", in its broadest sense, to talk about the way in which people test themselves as
sexual ‘subjects’, and the ways in which they describe this experience. If the term has been limited before to
aspects of formation of the person’s genetic, sexual behaviors, physiological, emotional and psychological
expressions, it's now expanded to include cultural identity, and the symbols and representations related to sex.
Thus sexuality has become a domain of both the "private space" and "public space”, at the same time. And by
virtue of being biologically based, i.e., sex is universal, yet specific to each social and cultural setting. Thus,
sexuality is a historical, cultural and social concept, which changes depending on place and time, making it a
variable rather than a constant. Hence, the meanings that people attach to their sexual behavior and
expressions related to this dimension are culturally constructed. (Beydoun, 2011).

Opportunistic Sex Gilabivlyuiall
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- Taking advantage of the immediate circumstances or the availability of an opportunity to commit illegal sexual
behavior, such as a teenager molesting a child while babysitting (National Center on Sexual Behavior of
Youth, 2003).
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Violence Episode wic dsolg ol Wiala
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- A single act or series of acts of violence that are perceived to be connected to each other, and that may persist
over a period of minutes, hours, or days. A violent episode may involve single or multiple types of violence (e.g.,
physical violence, sexual violence, threat of physical or sexual violence, and psychological/emotional abuse)
(CDC, 2008).
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Incest
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- Sexual relations between close relatives, such as between father and daughter, mother and son, sister and
brother (National Center on Sexual Behavior of Youth, 2003) . It is also called sexual abuse within the family.

Perpetrator/Aggressor (6) A oll
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- A person, group, or institution that directly inflicts, supports and condones violence or other abuse against a
person or a group of persons. Perpetrators are in a position of real or perceived power, decision-making and/or
authority and can thus exert control over their victims (UNHCR, 2003).

- Aggressor, perpetrator, and offender are words used to provide the same meaning.

Victim / Survivor dinnll
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- A person who is directly affected by violence (The Prevention of Domestic Violence Act, 1997). However, the
term "direct victim" refers to the direct recipients of violence, and the “indirect victim" refers to the person
affected by violence such as being affected by scenes of violence on TV or such as children affected by viewing
violence occurring between their parents.

- Other terms that are sometimes used instead of the survivor: victim, recipient of violence, to indicate the
different stages that can be experienced by a person who is subject to violence. However, the current practice
in scholarly literature and the recommendations of the principles for dealing with individuals subject to violence,
is the use of the word "survivor" when referring to the recipient of violence, regardless of the reaction of the
recipient, since the word victim suggests weakness, compassion and surrendering while the word "survivor"
suggests resilience and strength. Thus, the term "survivor" has positive connotations which helps the recipient
on one hand to increase his/her self-confidence and reminds the care provider not to deal with the recipient as
subordinate.
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Secondary Victim ool e dunnll
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- The victim affected by violence, without being the main target originally.

Wife Battering Sl daglupn
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- Is a form of physical violence, causing harm or a loss of an organ’s function, by a husband against his wife (UN
Economic and Social Council, 1992).

Migrant Worker 1alagll Jolll
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- A person who migrates from one country to another for the purpose of employment.

- It refers to a person who migrates from one country to another with a view to being employed otherwise than
on his account and includes any person regularly admitted as a migrant for employment.
(ILO, migrant worker agreement 1949, article 11)

Sexual Exploitation /

Prostitution uuinJlddloc
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- The act of engaging in sexual intercourse or performing other sex acts in exchange for money or other
considerations (e.g., food, clothing shelter, affection, etc.) (Estes and Weiner, 2001). “Forced Prostitution” is an
expression used in the case of controlling and forcing a person to engage in a sexual activity (UNHCR, 1994).

Domestic / House Work uJJ_Lo.” Jo=Jl
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- Housework such as sweeping, cleaning utensils, washing clothes, cooking, caring of children and such other
work which is carried out for an employer for remuneration (ILO, 2010).
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Violence il
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- The intentional use of physical force or power, threatened or actual, against oneself, another person, or against
a group or community, that either results in or has a high likelihood of resulting in injury, death, psychological
harm or maldevelopment or deprivation (WHO, 2002-a).

- The terms “abuse” and “violence” are often used as synonyms, yet it was agreed in discussion sessions to use
the word abuse to refer to the broader concept of maltreatment (violence, neglect, exploitation, assault...).

Family Violence G Qi
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- The intentional abuse among individuals where significant others are part of the family and/or are fulfilling the
function of family, in order to gain power and control over the victim. It includes spousal violence, intimate
partner violence, violence between parents and children, siblings, spouses and inlaws. Examples include
preventing a spouse from access to food, water, shelter or clothing, forced abortion, spousal abuse for not
doing what is expected by the husband, such as being late in preparing food, or beating of the wife by her
mother in law.

Symbolic Violence GlodlQisll
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- The power of symbols to impose, devastate, attack, suppress, and distort ways of seeing, thinking, and talking.
Symbolic violence often can be more devastating than physical attack to the extent that it imposed and reinforces
social harms caused by class, gender, and other status differences, strengthens social barriers, and reinforces
culturally embedded domination games. It occurs through imposing a set of ideas, in an unclear manner on a
recessive social category and thus this category start, in a non-conscious way, to realize, understand and
monitor the social system that serves the dominant category, and serves to perpetuate the social structure that’s
preferred by the dominant category. The method used in the imposition of gender and discrimination on its basis
is considered one of the most prominent examples of symbolic violence (Bourdieu, 1991).

Violence against Women 6l o)l A izl
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- Any act of gender-based violence that results in, or is likely to result in, physical, sexual or mental harm or
suffering to women, including threats of such acts, coercion or arbitrary deprivation of liberty, whether occurring
in public or in private life (Declaration on the Elimination of Violence Against Women, 1993).
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Gender-Based Violence
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- Any act of violence that results in, or is likely to result in, physical, sexual or psychological harm to a person
because of his or her gender or gender role in a society or culture, including threats of such acts, severe spousal
battery, including of female children; non-spousal violence; sexual violence related to exploitation; rape; sexual
harassment and intimidation at work, in school and elsewhere; trafficking in women; sexual abuse and forced
prostitution. Often times, a person has no choice to refuse or pursue other options without severe economic,
social, physical or psychological consequence (United Nations, 1993).

- Any harm that is perpetrated against a person’s will. In some cases men and boys may also be victims of
gender-based violence. Violence may be physical, sexual, psychological, economic, or socio-cultural.
Categories of perpetrators may include family members, community members, and/or those acting on behalf
of cultural, religious, or state institutions (RHRC, 2003).

Domestic Violence wiioll il
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- A term used with many meanings. The most common usage is with reference to violence by the spouse or
intimate partner. However, the term is also used sometimes to describe violence within the family, that can be
perpetrated against domestic workers and pets, and includes physical, psychological and sexual violence
rather than a single violent event in a household setting (National Coalition Against Domestic Violence, 2005).

Political Violence owlullisll
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- Violence that is denounced condemned or prohibited by the laws of states or the laws between states (Sjoberg
and Gentry, 2007). This means the use of force and violence (by people or agents of the state) against people
or things in order to achieve political goals. It may be considered a form of psychological violence.
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Dating Violence
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- A pattern of violent and coercive behavior used by one partner to control another; this violence takes multiple
forms, including physical, emotional, sexual financial abuse (Rennison, et al., 2003).
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Intimate Partner Violence oonJlel il Qic
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- Threatened, attempted, or completed physical or sexual violence or emotional abuse by a current or former
intimate partner. IPV can be committed by a spouse, an ex-spouse, a current or former boyfriend or girlfriend,
or a dating partner (Legal Profession Assistance Conference, 2011). It is also called spousal violence when it
occurs in a marital relationship.

Oppression Eobll
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- The systematic subjugation of a group of people by another group with access to social power, the result of
which benefits one group over the other (Green and Peterson, 2006).

Transgender i Jgaioll
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- Transgender is the state of one's gender identity not matching one's "assigned sex" based on physical/genetic
sex, meaning that their gender presentation does not conform to conventional notions of male or female gender
roles. "Transgender" does not imply any specific form of sexual orientation; and may identify as heterosexual,
homosexual, bisexual, pansexual, polysexual, or asexual (Layton, 1996).

Offended e ydaoll
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- The person, or other party, who is subjected to the act of violence.

Eqill w 6lglusoll

Gender Equality oeloinal
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- The absence of discrimination - on the basis of a person's sex - in opportunities, in allocating resources and
benefits or in access to services (WHO, 2002). The term "sex equality" is also used to denote the same
meaning.
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Survivor (©)oaul
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- The term “survivor” emphasizes an active and resourceful response to the abuse (Walby, et al., 2004). Other
terms that are sometimes used instead of the term survivor: “violated” or “recipient of violence”, indicating the
different stages that can be experienced by a person who is subjected to violence. However, the trend in the
scholarly literature and the recommendations of the principles for dealing with those subjected to violence, is
the use of the word “survivor” when referring to the recipient of violence, regardless of the reaction of the
recipient. The term “victim” suggests compassion and surrendering while the term "survivor" suggests
steadfastness and strength; in other words, the term “survivor" has positive connotations which helps the
recipient on one hand to increase his/her self-confidence while reminding the care provider not to deal with the
recipient as a subordinate.

Secondary Survivor (6) 5wl (8) il
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- A person who was influenced by the experience of violence perpetrated on another person. The secondary
survivor may be a member of the family or someone close to the survivor.

Gender ocloinVl Eqill
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- It's used to describe those characteristics of women and men which are socially constructed, while sex refers
to those which are biologically determined. People are born female or male but learn to be girls and boys who
grow into women and men. This learned behavior makes up gender identity and determines gender roles
(WHO, 2002).

- "Gender" is often used as an alternative to "sex". However, gender indicates the social characteristics that are
given to the sex of the individual, based on specific identities, status, roles, responsibilities, and relationships
related to men and women. These characteristics are rooted in different cultures and vary among them, as they
are acquired by the individual through socialization. Several factors overlap in determining the social
characteristics of gender such as age (the difference between the concept of being a boy, a young man and a
man), national origin (the difference between the concept of Arab men and foreign men) ethnicity (the difference
between the concept of Lebanese women and Moroccan women) and social background (the difference
between the concept of women in the city and the countryside) and therefore it's subject to change over time
(the image of women and men has changed across generations), depending on changes in the social, political,
and cultural environment. Sex on the other hand, is fixed and does not change.

- People are born females or males (sex) and learn later how to become girls and boys, and then to be women
and men (gender). Giving birth to children is a function performed by women because of their sex while raising
children is a function given to women on the basis of gender.
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Violence Pattern Wil hoj
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- The way that violence is distributed over time in terms of frequency, severity, or type of violent episode
(CDC, 2008).

Referral Renvoi alayl
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- The process whereby a health care or community worker performs a series of operations and procedures so
that their client benefits from accessing additional and/or different services (WHO, 2002-b)

Consultation 6)juiriiw\l
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- A temporary relationship to provide assistance around a specific subject to a person, group, organization, or
community wanting to build their capacity, and accomplish a task or achieve a goal (Lukas & Carol, 1998).

Advocacy 6)nlioll
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- A combination of individual and social actions designed to gain political commitment, policy support, social
acceptance and systems support for a particular health goal or programme. Such action may be taken by
and/or on behalf of individuals and groups to create living conditions which are conducive to health and the
achievement of healthy lifestyles. Advocacy is one of the three major strategies for health promotion and can
take many forms including the use of the mass media and multi-media, direct political lobbying, and community
mobilization through, for example, coalitions of interest around defined issues (WHO, 1995).

Counseling 6Jquiioll
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- An art and science where two or more people are engaged in a helping relationship in which one of them
(counselor) is a trained, educated, qualified, and most often licensed and certificated as the helper and the
other(s) are client(s) seeking help. The purpose of the relationship is that of the counselor helping one or more
clients to solve issues, concerns or problems which arise from attempts to cope with life in an increasingly
complex world (Maples, 1996).
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Mediation dnlwgll
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- A process where two or more parties appoint a third-party neutral (“Mediator”) to help them in a non-binding
dialog to resolve a dispute and/or to conclude the terms of an agreement (Herrberg, A., 2008). The role of the
mediator is to facilitate the communication between the different parties, help them to focus on the real
problems behind the conflict, and generate options that will satisfy the needs and benefits of the parties in
concern.

Listening Ulajll/ Eloiw\l
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- Hearing is the process in which the sound waves strike the eardrum and cause vibrations that are transmitted
to the brain, while listening is giving careful and thoughtful attention to the messages received (Russel and
Proctor, 2010). However, in practice, listening and active listening are communication skills; while listening
shows receiving of information, active listening includes perceiving what the speaker is saying and then
re-sending the content to show understanding. Active listening is essential in developing a relationship of trust
and support.

Networking eyl
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- Structure of membership in an individual’s network as individuals, their number, age, gender and type of
relationship (Nestmann, Hurrelmann, 1994). It is used to denote the network of communication between the
different workers and activists in the field of gender-based violence.

Debriefing &uQill
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- Means to provide a summary on the situation. The expression is often used in therapy sessions or dialogue
when dealing with cases of violence where there is an expression or disclosure of feelings and impact of the
shock, or the violence in this case, on their psychology. However, it can also be used after discussion sessions
to summarize what was discussed in that session.

Notification Guluill
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- Reporting to the specialized authority.
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Identification [O¥) Lol
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- The tendency to imitate, and/or the process to mimic a specific behavior. It may also indicate the process of
emotional intermingling. An individual might identify with another person "as a role model" for being the person
who he/she wants to be like, more wanting to possess. Identification often occurs between the perpetrator and
the survivor where the survivor imitate the perpetrator, or between individuals and television personalities

likewise trying to imitate it and act like it.
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Empowerment (LA gill
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- A process through which people gain greater control over decisions and actions affecting their health. It may be
a social, cultural, psychological or political process through which individuals and social groups are able to
express their needs, present their concerns, devise strategies for involvement in decision-making, and achieve
political, social and cultural action to meet those needs (WHO, 1998).

Women Empowerment 6lpoll Laod
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- Women increasing their self-reliance and internal strength through a process of awareness and capacity
building leading to greater participation, greater decision-making power and control, and ultimately to
transformative action (OECD, 1998).
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Social Protection ducloinll dyloall
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- People and families having security in the face of vulnerabilities and contingencies, it is having access to health
care, and it is about working in safety (ILO, 2003). It is a set of public measures that a society provides for its
members to protect them against economic and social distress that would be caused by the absence or a
substantial reduction of income from work as a result of various contingencies (sickness, maternity,
employment injury, unemployment, invalidity, old age, and death of the breadwinner); the provision of health
care; and, the provision of benefits for families with children (ILO, 2000).

Stereotype Auhoill 6jgnll
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- A preconceived or oversimplified generalization about an entire group of people without regard for their
individual differences. Though often negative, it can also be complimentary. Even positive stereotypes can have
a negative impact, however, simply because they involve broad generalizations that ignore individual realities

(Green and Peterson, 2006).
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Gender Stereotypes ocloinyl
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- Shared views of personality traits often tied to one's gender such as instrumentality in men and expressiveness
in women (Spence and Helmreich, 1978). These one-sided exaggerated images are deployed repeatedly in
everyday life (Gordon, 1998-a).

_ Eqlll uulsl<ll
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- A complex system of personal and social relations through which women and men are socially created and
maintained and through which they gain access to power and material resources or are allocated status within
society (IFAD, 2000).

Gender Identity ocloinVl Eqilldyga
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- The degree to which persons see themselves as masculine or feminine given what it means to be a man or
woman in society (Burke, et al., 1988).

Terms Related to
Health
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- Verbal, non-verbal, and behavioral skills that are designed to defuse aggression and to avoid being assaulted
(Nooneg, J., 2001).

5
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- The process of managing external and/or internal demands that tax or exceed the resources of the person. It
is a complex and multidimensional process that is sensitive to both the environment and the personality of the
individuall (Compas et. al., 1988).
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- Sexual or erotic orientation of a person for members of the same sex (Zastrow, 2009).

Deviant Arousal doynioll6jGYI
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Sexual thoughts or behavior, that is significantly different from the norms of a particular society.
It is a sex offender’s pattern of being sexually aroused to deviant sexual themes (National Center on Sexual
Behavior of Youth, 2003). Forms include:

1- Paraphilia / Paraphilie
A sexual deviance. The behaviors often involve a pattern of recurrent, compulsive, or intense sexual urges and
behaviors involving unusual sexual behaviors or targets, such as young children. These specific targets or
behaviors may be necessary for an individual to experience sexual arousal, or may co-exist with more
normative sexual targets and behaviors (National Center on Sexual Behavior of Youth, 2008).

2- Sexual Sadism / Sadisme sexuel
A feeling of sexual excitement resulting from administering pain, suffering, or humiliation to another person.
The pain, suffering, or humiliation inflicted on the other is real; it is not imagined and may be either physical or
psychological in nature (American Psychiatric Association, DSM IV, 2000).

3- Sexual masochism / Masochisme sexuel
Takes the masochistic acts to an extreme and can result in severe bodily or psychologic harm and even death.
For example, masochistic sexual activity may involve asphyxiophilia, whereby the person is partially choked or
strangled (either by a partner or by the self-application of a noose around the neck). A temporary decrease in
oxygen to the brain at the point of orgasm is sought as an enhancement to sexual release, but the practice
may accidentally result in death (American Psychiatric Association, DSM [V, 2000).

4- Frotteurism / Frotteurisme
A sexual deviancy which involves bumping, touching, or rubbing against others for sexual satisfaction against
a non-consenting person, typically taking place in a crowded place from which the perpetrator can easily
escape (National Center on Sexual Behavior of Youth, 2003).

5- Exhibitionism / Exhibitionism
A sexual deviancy that involves a pattern of urges and or behavior involving deliberately exposing one’s
genitals for purposes of excitement or sexual arousal (National Center on Sexual Behavior of Youth,
2003).

- Specific tools used in the practice of violence, which leads to organ dysfunction or causing harm, with the
purpose of discipline or retribution (Violence Policy Center, 2004). A gun is the weapon most commonly used
in domestic homicides; other tools are such as a stick, a whip, a rope, a tube or an electric wire, in addition to
the use of fire or some sharp or edged weapons. Other tools might also be used, such as hitting with shoes or
household utensils, and that’s when the violence act is not previously planned (Al-Razi, N., 2004).

- The antonym of mabhr (bride price): All fixed and transportable, money or benefit, which the wife gives to her
husband from her own funds or from her family. It’s given to the husband for the purpose of investment and not
for his own use. This is only present in non-Islamic marriage and its profits or returns go to the family, and must
be returned to the women after the termination of marriage. Thus, the wife is considered the owner of dowry.

- The termination of the marriage by a judge order because of harm incurred from keeping the marriage: as for
example, husband not paying money, the presence of discords, continuous absence or the presence of a
physical or a mental defect of the man. The basic ground for separation is: remove the harm.

- The separation request is held by the wife wishing to separate from her husband on the basis of a specific and
legitimate reason which the judge refers to in order to rule for separation. This provision results in the sense of
irrevocable divorce meaning that the couple can’t reconsider their divorce without new bride price (mahr) and
contract. This termination is also called divorcing and is only known in Islamic sects.

- The killing of females because they are females (Russell et al, 2001). It is known to prevail before the advent of
Islam, serving the killing of female newborns, for fear of falling into captivity in the wars that arise between the
tribes, staining the honor of the family and the tribe. This practice is still known in China but done for a different
reason.

- Acts of violence, usually murder, committed by male family members against female family members, who are
held to have brought dishonor upon the family (Human Rights Watch, 2001). A woman can be targeted by
(individuals within) her family for a variety of reasons, when she allegedly steps outside of her socially prescribed
role, including refusal to enter into an arranged marriage, being the victim of a sexual assault, seeking a divorce
— even from an abusive husband — or (allegedly) committing adultery. The mere perception that a woman has
behaved in a way that "dishonors" her family is sufficient to trigger an attack on her life (Committee on the
Status of Women, 2004). However, the term “crimes committed in the name of honor” is currently being used
to refer to these acts of violence.

Custody alaall
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- Conserving, raising up and serving the child’s needs until he/she is not needing others for feeding. It’s normally
the woman'’s right, if the religious conditions are met, up to a specific age. This age differs according to different
religious sects, but then the right for custody goes back to the man.
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Khul’ dsJlaoll/&lAll
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- It is a divorce petitioned by the wife in exchange of giving up material things. It is an irrevocable divorce decree
signed by the man himself or by his legal advocate , and agreeing to the offer made by his aversive adult wife
whereby she is granted divorce in exchange of either relinquishing her financial rights (giving up the mahr for
example) or in return of remunerations or benefits she brings to him.

This form of divorce (khul’) must be agreed upon by both wife and husband, so the wife will say “I divorce you
(khala'toka) for....”, and the husband must accept by saying “I divorce you (khala’touki), and remove you from
my marital immaculacy for what you are providing”.

Adultery Ul
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- Sexual contact by a person (male or female) with someone other than his/her spouse. This is punished, in
Lebanon, by imprisonment and is considered a reason to dissolve the marriage.

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- A contract between a man and a woman whereby they agree on the natural sexual pairing; and so they form a
family for continuity and persistence. This happens in the presence of a religious man, while the procedure
varies according to different communities.

Paternal Authority Ayl dn il
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- According to the personal status laws, it's the exclusive right of the man to represent his minor children who are
born from a legitimate marriage, and to represent the children of his sons (not of the daughters).This authority
includes the child’s person and his money; and thus he can, because of his proved compassion, dispose of that
money or make contracts in the child’s name. If his immorality got proven, the judge has the right to take away
that authority from him.

- According to this authority, the father, and not the mother, is held responsible for the child’s alimony.

Criminal Conduct olidglnll
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- Antisocial acts that place the actor at risk of becoming a focus of the attention of criminal and/or juvenile justice
professionals (Andrews and Bonta, 1998).
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- It means, generally speaking, that the woman should obey her husband in whatever is permitted by the Islamic
religious laws (Sharia), but should not be forced to obey him when undoing or dropping the religious obligations,
in doing the forbidden or in donating/disposing her money. The strict meaning of marital compliance is: the
woman’s surrendering to the husband within the way specified to the specific aim of the marriage (most people
agree that this refers to the marital sexual relation). Thus a woman is not considered disobedient (or nashez) if
she did not succumb to the wishes of her husband when these are beyond the aim of the marriage or are
violations of the law or Sharia; for the rule is: there is no obedience to a creature if it's a disobedience to the
Creator.

- The services which a woman offers to her husband, such as cleaning, cooking, etc. are not considered to be
benefits of the marriage and thus if a woman didn’t do them, she is not considered as disobedient (or nashez).

Irrevocable Divorce Wb Bl
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- Annuls the marriage and necessitates a renewal of the marriage contract with a new bride price; a minor irrevocable
divorce occurs after the second divorce but the peremptory irrevocable divorce occurs with the third divorce

The Right to Divorce don=ll
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- The right to maintain the marital status, which can end by the verbalization of the specific word (divorce), and
spoken by the person who has the right to divorce.

- This is usually the right of men and can be agreed upon during the marriage contract, when the muslim husband
can grant his wife the right to divorce herself if she wishes so. The divorce then would be non revocable.

Custody 409018l
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- It is a legal representation whereby the person (the custodian) puts himself as representative to another in order
to manage his/her affairs. It is usually applicable in the case of missing persons, sick or incompetent persons.
The custody of a minor or an incompetent person means the management of their money after the death of
their father. The condition is to take into account the interest of the person under custody.
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Women’s Quota System A5l GgAall
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- The identified quota system made for the representation of women on the basis of selection for the minimum
number of seats or positions in the levels of political representation (Committee of the Lebanese Women's
Rights, 2003). It is one of the forms referred to, in CEDAW, as “positive temporary measures”.

Breastfeeding as Barrier - . :
(to marriage) delagl &ilo
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- The Qoran mentions that marriage cannot happen between a man and a woman if they were breastfed from
the same woman. If a child was breastfed by a woman, then her children are his/her siblings. The same applies
if two children are breastfed from a woman other than their mother.

- The Sunnis and Shi'ites have different perspective regarding the amount of milk that should go directly through
the infant’s mouth and to his/her cavity. According to Sunnis, if the infant was breastfed five utter satiate times
it’s enough, and satiety is evidenced by the infant rejecting the breast. However, according to Shi'ites, the
number of feeds should not be less than fifteen in a single day and night, and not separated by any solid food.
For both Sunni and Shi’ites, the infant should receive the breastfeeding during the first two years of age.

- This concept does not exist in Christianity. However, in the personal status law of the Syrian Orthodox (Article
73), if a woman fully breastfeeds a child in a way similar to a mother breastfeeding her child, this woman
becomes the child’s mother through breastfeeding, and thus has to support him/her; yet this doesn’t
constitute a barrier to marriage between this child and one of her own children.

Cohabitation dialuoll
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- From the legal point of view, cohabitation occurs when the woman moves to live in her husband’s house. She

doesn’t have the right to alimony if she refrained from cohabitation without a fault committed by the husband.
The word cohabitation is used commonly to refer to a couple living together in a non marital relationship.

- The housing which should be prepared by the man so the wife can follow him to it after the completion of the
contract; it must meet the housing requirements and specifications in order to be legitimate. The wife must then
join him and go with him anywhere, if there is no objection. According to Muslims, the wife has the right to
refuse to live in this house until she receives her bride price. While according to the Syrian Orthodox (Article 50
paragraph 5) the court can rule abandonment if a wife refuses to go home without an excuse.

- Money and benefits provided by a man to the woman he plans to marry. It’s usually divided into two categories:
upfront, which the wife, and not the family, takes when signing the contract, and a delayed, which the wife takes
when the spouse dies or the divorce occurs, or at a specific time if specified in the contract. The Mahr is
considered a debt that should be taken from the legacy before distributing the heirs’ rights. The word Dowry is
sometimes used in this context; however, “dowry” is a word more commonly used to denote what the wife
brings to the marriage (refer to dota). Bride price is occasionally used in some writings or research to signify
Mahr in english, however this term is inaccurate, as the word price implies selling by a buyer, whereas the Mahr
is the right of the woman and she should be the one to receive it.

- The term applies, more commonly, to the woman that leaves her home without her husband's permission and
without a legitimate reason, or can apply to the woman who is in her home but prevents her husband from
having sexual intercourse with her. As such, her right to alimony is dropped.

- The money that should be spent on the wife and the family; it includes food, clothing and housing. Its estimation
differs: when estimating the wife’s alimony, the social status of the woman and the wealth of the man should be
taken into consideration. However, when estimating the alimony for the relatives (children, father, mother and
sisters, wife excluded), a sufficient amount of money to meet their basic needs is considered adequate.
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Abandonment 1l
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- Abandonment is known in Christian sects, but not in Muslim ones. It's when each spouse, by an order issued
by the religious court, lives independently away from the other during their eating, sleeping, because of major
conflicts such as daily fights, inability to live with each other, adultery, or the presence of a risk or danger to one
member of the couple. Abandonment can be permanent or temporary and would not be in effect when the
reason behind it ceases to exist.

Infanticide was often committed by fathers, grandfathers, or a member of the family who has power. In the
pre-Islamic days it was common, but Islam forbids it.

Selected Guardian Jiaoll pungll
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- The person appointed by the guardian, the father or grandfather, during his lifetime, from those considered
competent to support the child. While it is not necessary for the guardian to use specific words while assigning,
the assignment is done only by a guardian stating for example: "I select or recommend so and so".

According to the personal status laws, the selected guardian can choose a replacement for himself, if the
original guardian’s assignment enables him to do so.

- A person who is assigned as guardian by a specialized judge according to the jurisdiction of the Islamic laws
(Shari’a), conditional on the absence of a guardian or of a selected guardian. The assigned guardian doesn’t
have the authority to appoint another guardian. According to the personal status laws, the assigned guardian,
the judge and the quarantined should be of the same religion.

Marriage Authority clopidylg
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- The authority of the guardian to consent to the marriage of the guarded person. This is not known in the
Christian religion. According to Muslims, a formal and legal marriage of a virgin female requires the presence of
a guardian, who can be, according to a specified order, her father, paternal grandfather, brother, or paternal
uncle. This authority is restricted to a direct blood-relative (Al3asabat), or to a non-blood related judge
(non3osab). The great Imam Abou Hanifa contradicted this opinion and gave permission to a virgin female to
marry herself without the approval of a guardian.

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- According to the personal status law, it is the person who legally represents the minor or the quarantined one
in court and represents him/her in all legal matters and financial transactions; it is usually the father. The legal
tutor, supported by the religious laws, is responsible for guarding the person and his/her money. The concept
of the guardian is the same in all sects: Christians consider it to be granted to the father, then to the mother after
the father's death, provided that she doesn’t remarry (Article 184 of Catholic communities Law). For Sunnis, it’s
granted to the father, then grandfather, brother, uncle (from father’s side) and then the relatives. For Shi'ites, it's
granted to the father, then to the grandfather and then to the person appointed by one of them.

- Penal Code punishes the legal tutor who commits a crime against the ward by dropping their authority, as the
Code of Obligations and Contracts considers the guardian responsible for compensation of any damage
caused by the guarded person.
